Westtown Road Bridge Suffers Deterioration 

On Wednesday, September 24, the Pennsylvania 
Department of Transportation (PENNDOT) hosted a 
public meeting to discuss the replacement of the 
Westtown Road Bridge in Westtown Township, Chester 
County. 

The 103-year-old bridge was closed last February 
because of severe deterioration in the brick and stone 
structure, which formed as a result of past winter’s 
precipitation and freeze-thaw cycles. 

PENNDOT plans to replace the existing masonry arch 
with a new bridge that will maintain the same 
architectural character. Construction of the Westtown 
Road Bridge is expected to begin mid-2004.
